Love {in}Deed 
One of the effects of the terror attacks of 9-11 was that it brought us together as 
families and as a nation. We were unified, we were one. “Let’s roll” became our 
rallying cry, and we wanted to help the victims of the disaster in any way we 
could. In the year following the attacks about 2/3 of American households 
contributed to a 9/11 charity, and in the last 10 years about $2.8 billion has been 
given. 

You saw the same thing in the aftermath of Hurricane Katrina. People are still 
volunteering, 6 years later, to help rebuild New Orleans. You saw the same thing 
after the earthquake in Haiti. You saw the same thing after the recent tornados in 
Joplin, Missouri and north Minneapolis. You can see it today as people recover 
from the effects of Hurricane Irene and the flooding in North Dakota. Don’t you 
think it’s true that the worst brings out our best? 

I really think it does, but why is that? Why does it take the worst to bring out our 
best? Even without a hurricane, aren’t there people who are homeless? Even 
without a tornado, aren’t there people who are hungry and thirsty? Even without 
an earthquake, aren’t there people who are injured and grieving and lonely? 
People who have experienced personal disasters are experiencing the worst, but 
are we bringing out our best? 

No matter if it’s a big, six o-clock news kind of disaster or an under the radar 
personal disaster, prayer is always the first and best thing we can do. But after 
that, is there anything else you can do? Is there anything else you should do? Is 
there anything else you must do?  

James 2:15-16 says: Suppose a brother or 
sister is without clothes and daily food. 16 If one 
of you says to him, “Go, I wish you well; keep 
warm and well fed,” but does nothing about his 
physical needs, what good is it? And 1 John 
3:18 says: Little children, let us not love in word 
or talk but in deed and in truth. 

Love in deed. The point John is trying so hard to make here is that love does 
something. Love in deed. That’s going to be our theme and direction for the year. 
Just as God spoke through the apostle John so many years ago, we are going to 
make it our goal in this year to not only love in word or talk but in deed and in 
truth.  

We are going to do more than listen to God’s word, we are going to do God’s 
word. We are going to reject the notion that what happens in the church stays in 
the church. We are going to lay down our lives by seeing our brothers in need and 
doing something about it. It’s not enough to feel love, or say we love, we actually 
have to share our love in deed.

I could have decided that it would be too much of a 
bother or told her to just eat. I had plenty of excuses and 
reasons to say, “no.”   But in that moment, I said, "YES!"  
 
 I helped her write a menu with our fabulous choices (i.e - all of 
the leftovers in the fridge).  Natalie put out a bowl of chips and 
selections of cheese dip and salsa as appetizers.  We placed 
drinks in cups with straws, so it would be "more like the 
restaurant."  And Natalie was a fabulous waitress, taking 
orders from Aaron and Reagan.  I was, of course, the kitchen 
staff.  But most importantly, we turned a boring, unexciting 
lunch of leftovers into a grand, family event.  
 

The thing is, I'm not always good about saying YES.  But on that 
day, I saw how good saying YES can be.  
  
In a recent Wednesday night lesson, we were talking about 
Moses’ encounter with God in the burning bush.  When Moses 
heard that God wanted him to lead the Israelites out of 
slavery, Moses’ first inclination was to say, “no.”  He had 
plenty of excuses as to why he couldn’t go and why he couldn’t 
be the one.  But God had an answer for each and every excuse. 
Moses said, “Who am I?”   God told Moses “I will be with you.” 
 
Moses says, “I am not eloquent or a man of words.”     
And God said, “I will teach you what you shall say.”  
 
Moses said, “Send someone else.”   
God told Moses that he would send Aaron to help him, but 
that he still wanted Moses. 
 
God wiped out all Moses’ excuses because he promised to 
provide the strength needed for the task.  God had a plan for 
Moses and he has a plan for our lives.  We just have to stop 
making excuses and say, “YES!”

This last month, at our Wednesday night Bible studies, we’ve 
been talking a lot about identity. identity. identity. identity.  “What does it mean to be 
a Christian?” 
 
We wanted to start this series of lessons at the beginning of 
the school year because we wanted to encourage our 
students and remind them of the difficulties and dangers that 
the world out there has for a Christian.  School and teenage 
years hold many hardships and pitfalls, in some ways more 
difficult than in adult years and settings. 
 
  The pressures of fitting in, being validated, and finding a 
place in the complicated social climate of school combined 
with the physical and mental process of maturation is quite a 
combination.    
 
Being a Christian in any setting is becoming harder and 
harder in a world that is becoming more and more prejudiced  
against Christian disciplines and practices. In a setting where 
bullying and picking apart each other’s “faults” or looking for 
anything that doesn’t “fit in,”  faith can be something that 
our students may want to hide or keep from becoming 
noticed.  
 
 In fact, the pressure can brutal enough to cause students to 
do things that they wouldn’t do normally. Some would call 
this peer pressure.  For those who are reading this article I ask 
that you would join me in a continuous prayer for all of 
NBCC’s students as they try their best to be light in a 
sometimes dark world.

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A Minute with the Elders 
October, 2011 

At the beginning of this year, the elders had a 
discussion about how we could make the election of 
church leadership a more deliberate act.  We 

wanted to move away from a quick discussion and nomination, 
to a more thought out and intensive process.  The purpose of 
this was to make sure elder and deacon candidates had a good 
understanding of what these positions required, but also to 
make sure that these candidates had a doctrinal foundation that 
lined up with the Bible. 
The new process will take place over 3 months.  In September, 
members of the congregation were asked to talk with men they 
think would make good elders or deacons to find out if they are 
willing to serve.  If they were, nomination forms were 
submitted to the elders.  In October, the elders will review the 
nominations that came in from the congregation and then speak 
with members of the congregation about the men who have 
been nominated based on the biblical standards found in 1 
Timothy 3 and Titus 1.  After that, the candidates will meet 
with the elders to answer questions about their doctrinal 
beliefs.  Finally, in November, there will be a class held for the 
candidates on being an elder or a deacon.  After that, if the 
candidate still desires the position, their name will be placed on 
the ballot for the annual meeting in December 
Nomination forms are now available and must be turned in by 
October 9.  If you have any questions about the new process, 
please see one of the elders.
