One More Tim Tebow Article
Tim Tebow is more than just a sports phenomenon. He’s a cultural phenomenon.

You may know Tim Tebow as the University of Florida quarterback who won the
Heisman Trophy as a sophomore. You may know him as the quarterback of the
Denver Broncos, leading his team to the playoffs in spite of his spotty and
inconsistent play. Or you may know Tim Tebow as one of the most respected,
and at the same time, most ridiculed people in America.

Tim Tebow was born to missionaries in the Philippines after his mother was
advised to abort him because she had contracted a form of dysentery. She made
a pledge to God that if he gave them a son they would name him Timothy and
make him a preacher. And although Tim Tebow doesn’t wear robes or stand
behind a pulpit, he has become one of our country’s most effective preachers.

In his post-game interviews he starts by saying, “First and foremost, I'd like to
thank my Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ.” And who hasn't heard of “Tebowing,”
his posture of taking a knee in prayer? And when he was in college, Tim Tebow
would wear a Bible verse onto the field, such as Philippians 4:13 (I can do
everything through him who gives me strength) and John 3:16 (For God so loved
the world that he gave his one and only Son, that whoever believes in him shall
not perish but have eternal life.)

ESPN commentator Rick Reilly wrote, “I've come to believe in Tim Tebow, not for
what he does on a football field, but for what he does off a football field, which is
represent the best parts of us, the parts | want to be and so rarely am. Every
week, Tebow picks out someone who is suffering, or who is dying, or who is

' injured. He flies these people and their families to the Broncos game, rents them

- acar, puts them up in a nice hotel, buys them dinner (usually at a Dave &
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Buster’s), gets them and their families pregame passes, visits with them just
- before kickoff (!), gets them 30-yard-line tickets down low, visits with them after

or goat.”

In the hour after Tebow had stunned the Pittsburgh Steelers with an 80-yard OT
touchdown pass to Demaryius Thomas in the playoffs, and Twitter was exploding
with 9,420 tweets about Tebow per second, and an ESPN poll was naming him
the most popular athlete in America, Tebow was spending that hour talking to
16-year-old Bailey Knaub about her 73 surgeries so far and what TV shows she
likes. (http://espn.go.com/espn/story/ /id/7455943/believing-tim-tebow?

LOVE

Recently in our Sunday School classes we have been
talking about the nature of love. The reason that we
are doing this is because of all the influences that are
out there that tear away at a true or real meaning of
love. Between books, movies, and other images or
experiences of “romantic” love it is difficult for our
students, and sometimes even us, to distinguish
worldly love from true and Godly love.

You might think of romantic comedies that always
seem to end up happily. But, even from a young age
when we were watching Disney movies they too
seemed to end abruptly at “happily ever after.” It’s
rare to find in our media or a lesson in this world
about the work and dedication needed to love others
both in a romantic and platonic setting.

In our media we often see a love that is based on
instincts, looks, or what may be referred to as
“chemistry.” The problem is that sometimes we can
wrap all of those things up into the bundle of “love at
first sight.”

Our teens and adults can similarly mistake infatuation
with God’s love. When we look into the New
Testament and see how it is that God loves we find
passages like Romans 5:8, “But God demonstrates
His love for us in this: While we were still sinners
Christ died for us.”

We find that Godly love, a love which we ought to
emulate, is action-based. Itis a verb. We do not find
the word love used as a “feeling” in the Bible. In
fact, you will not find Jesus relling His disciples that
He loves them. What you will find is Jesus washing
their feet, or feeding or teaching. Jesus’ love is
louder than words. Hopefully we too can emulate
His love in a way that speaks louder than words.
